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Brief outline of the ISLM activity:
For this October, the project organized by The International Association of School Librarianship, „What people are doing for IASL 2019” has cumulated a variety of activities in our school. 
In order to emphasize the project’s theme: „Let’s Imagine” („Să ne imaginăm”), these activities brought into attention the connection between people/students emphasized by school libraries. Using the means of communication, the students „connected” their knowledge in order to pay their respects to their school library, and to show their support for the people who work here, that help them to find new worlds in books, and facilitate them cultural meetings.
These were the most significant activities that took part throughout the month we’ve dedicated to the school library, and to readings:
1. „Let’s Imagine... the Worlds We Read about in the Books We Love” – the students from 9th B, 10th E, 11th E, 12th C, and 12th H grades participated to contests of biopoems, minipoems and calligrams, and some of them participated in a Creative Writing Workshop. 
The pupils from 9th B, and 10th E have written biopoems and minipoems about their favorite characters from world wide literature, and illustrated them as they imagine their particular characters. After that, they made an exhibition to the school library. 
The students from 11th E, 12th C, and 12th H created calligrams on the theme of Autumn, that where the subject of another exhibition on the same place. 
The students in 10th E participated to a Creative Writing Workshop in which they had to develop the story of a particular character in the fairytale of „Harap-Alb’s Story” by Ion Creangă.
Their works have been awarded with book prizes. (There were 158 students involved in these activities coordinated by the Romanian language teacher Ramona Mocanu.)
2. „Let’s Imagine” – a lot of different activities took place at the CNVA school library, from book raisings („Give a book for the school library!”), and poetry recitings („Poetry in our lives”), to creative writing activities („Give your favorite book a new ending!”), and public reading activities in the school space. A PPT material about the most famous libraries in the world, and a multilingual dictionary („The Word Book Sounds Fine in Many Languages”) were some of the resources the students loved to watch/visit this month. The CNVA school library was the host of many thematical exhibitions either. (There were over 500 students from 5th to 12th grade involved in these activities coordinated by the school librarian Cristina Neacșu, and some of the teachers from CNVA.)

3. „Let’s Imagine!” – the students from 5th A, 7th, 9th A, and 11th E grades have created bookmarks, and drawings emphasizing the theme of the project and they wrote on them different messages in order to send them to their fellows from other countries. There were almost 100 students involved in this activity, and they made 70 bookmarks, and drawings that were the subject of a sharing with the students from two schools in Portugal (Agrupamento de Escolas nº 2 Beja, and Agrupamento de Escolas Dr. Costa Matos – Vila Nova de Gaia). This activity was coordinated by the French language teacher Georgeta Marinescu, and the English language teacher Alis Gălbează. 
4. „Let’s Imagine... in a DADA World!” („Să ne imaginăm... într-o lume DADAistă!”) – the students from 11th D participated to a workshop of DADAist poetry, having as materials culinary recipes, and a Zoology handbook. The themes for the 6 workteams were: Love, Chocholate Party, Time, Traveling, The Bacovian Fall, and Loneliness. (There were 30 students involved in this activity coordinated by the Romanian language teacher Anca Constantinescu.)
5. „SENSORY POEMS – LIBRARIES” – a Creative Writing Workshop for the students from 5th B, and 12th B, where they create sensory poems linking the library to the 5 senses. They have exercised their imagination and creativity, working with concepts like analogy, and metaphor.

(There were 60 students involved in this activity coordinated by the English language teacher Ramona Covaci.)
6. „Let’s Imagine... the World of Liliana Corobca’s «Kinderland»!” – the students from 9th A have analysed the novel „Kinderland” by Liliana Corobca, and after that they used their creativity to illustrate the story and the characters. Their final works were the subject of an exhibition in the school. (There were 28 students involved in this activity coordinated by the Romanian language teacher Ramona Palade-Jitaru.)
7. „Living Characters from Books” – each of the students from 5th A have chose to present the content of a book he/ she likes, and to assume the identity of the main character in order to achieve this task. They used different strategies to persuade their colleagues in order to make them read the book they presented. (There were 29 students involved in this activity coordinated by the Romanian language teacher Pompilia Postelnicu.)
8. „Let’s Imagine” – a series of activities involving an English language poetry contest, a „Book vs. Movie” debate, and workshops of drawings and posters about the way the students from 12th A imagine the school library. (There were 29 students involved in this activity coordinated by the English language teacher Elena Păduraru.)
9. „Let’s Imagine” – the students from 9th C, 9th F, 10th A, 11th B, and 12th B grades participated to multiple activities aiming two different sections: Arts (drawings, posters, bookmarks), and Essay. (There were 90 students involved in this activity coordinated by the Romanian language teacher Călina Stroe.)
10. „Let’s Imagine” – a poster exhibition and a contest using the IT and drawing skills of students (there were 90 students from 9th A, 9th B, 9th C, 9th D, 10th D, 10th E, and 11th C grades involved in this activity coordinated by the ICT and Informatics teacher Afrodita Timofti).
