Possible topics include, but are not limited to:
· National and local curriculum standards for learners;
· Professional standards for school librarians/teacher librarians;
· Standards for school library facilities;
· Accreditation of school librarian/teacher librarian preparation programs;
· Accreditation of schools and libraries; and
· Codes of conduct and ethics.
